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This “Great Man of God” was born into the union of the late Felix and Texanna Roberson, andwas the third of six children. He confessed his hope in Christ at an early age at Old BethlehemBaptist Church and was baptized in the creek. He graduated from the Public School System inWharton County, and afterwards on November 8, 1941 (almost 71 years) he married ElouiseMarie Jackson, when after serving in the United States Army where he received an honorabledischarge, Dr. J. J. Roberson and wife Elouise settled in Houston, Texas, where he became aMaster Barber graduating from Tyler Barber College. He also studied at Southern BusinessCollege, Southwestern Seminary, and Texas Southern University and received his honoraryDoctor of Divinity from Mount Hope Bible College. Dr. J. J. Roberson said on many occasionsthat the Lord had been dealing with him and wanted him to preach his word, but he ran from hiscalling, as the word says, many are called, but few are chosen and after the sickness of hisbaby brother Ernest Sylvester Roberson in 1957, Dr. J. J. Roberson accepted God’s call intothe ministry at Mary Olive Missionary Baptist Church, under the leadership of the late Rev. A. J.Kemp, where he preached his first sermon.  On January 8, 1958, he founded and organized The Mount Hebron Missionary Baptist Churchwith 16 charter members that preceded him in death. The first services were held in the garageof Rev. J. J. Roberson’s home. He Founded and Organized Mount Hebron Missionary BaptistChurch, Inc. - January 8, 1958; November 19, 1961 he erected a $43,000.00 Sanctuary; in1982 - Entered new edifice $600,000.00 and burned mortgage simultaneously; in 1992 -Purchase apartment complex with 27 units; March 2007 entered into the J.J. Roberson FamilyLife Center and December 31, 2007, retired after 50 years of pasturing.  Rev. J. J. Roberson has held many positions during his life time includes Commander of VFW,True Level Lodge #226 F & A M, Eugene Warren Post #471; Baptist Ministers Association ofHouston and Vicinity - President; Independent Missionary Baptist General Association of Texas- 1st Vice President and Mt. Hebron Missionary Baptist Church, Inc. - Houston, Texas - Founderand Pastor Emeritus.  Rev. J.J. Roberson has touched everyone who knew him with his gratitude for life. Hiskindness, humor and generosity gave everyone around him a sense of comfort and ease. Hewas the ultimate man of God and a role model for all.
